Mary, our mother, wants to lead 

us to her Divine Son, Jesus Christ, that we might be 

ever more like Him. 

As our 

perpetual help, we can always turn to her in all of 

our trials and needs. A mother always has 

compassion for her children. Like the newly 

married couple of Cana, we can expect great favors 

from her when we turn to her in all of our needs. 

She is ever our help and consolation.  

This summer, we will again gather together 

with Bishop Gerald, our Byzantine and visiting 

priests, religious, and faithful from around the 

country to honor Our Lady of Perpetual Help and 

seek her powerful intercession. We hope that you 

will be able to join us for two days of inspiration, 

fellowship, and relaxation as we honor Mary and 

her Divine Son.
